ESTABLISHMENT, FUNCTIONS AND POWERS CF THE SERVICE

Geographic Information Service.

(2) The Service shall he a body corporate with perpetual
succession and a Common Szal and may:

(¢c) arant char*ges cn any immovable property or
interest in immovable property.

(3) Thne Service shall be a parastatal in the office of the
Governor.

5. (1) The Service shalt have the resnonsibility for
administration and management of land matters in the
State including &fl issues relating to dtle, registration,
searchas end such other responsipilities as may be
determined by the Governor.

(c) receive, conduct due diligence on, and verify
applications for issuance of Rights of Occupancy
for tand or the grant of other richts over land or
subsequent transactions in lands within the State,

(d) develop and maintain a database of ail land within
the State particularly with respect to title history,
iocation, size, use and other reiated issues;

nermit access to existing data on land for the
nurpose of conducting title searches for members
of the public at a fee to be prescridad from time to
ime by the Service;

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{f) ensure conformity with the Netional Standard
concerning geospatial data; and

(o) undertake such cther activities as may be required
for the efficient management and administration of
land matters in the State.

(3) To develop and maintain a geospatial information system
or such appropriate system and structures in the State for
rasearch and land managament,

The Service shall subject to the annroval of the Governor have  cowerof the Service
the following powers:

(a) acquire, nrovide, denloy and manage software and
hardware for storing, assembling, manipulating and
displaving geospatial reference material;

(b) establish a central geospatial information cdlearing house
and set standards In relation {0 the quality and format of
geospatial information;

(c) plan, establish and manage a directory of geospatial
information and the resources available within the State,

coordinate geospatial Information system  projects,
including overseeing the develcoment and maintenance
of base maps and geospatial  information systems
throughout the State,

provide consultancy services and fechnical assistance,
education and fraining on the application and use of
geospatial informaticn technologies;

maintain, update, and interpret geographic information
and geospatial information systems standards;

provide geospatial information services, as requested, to
nersons wishing to avgment their geosnatial information
systems capacities upon payment of the prescribed
feeas;

in cooperation with other relevant agencies of
government, evaluate, participate in pilot studies, make
recommendations on geosnatial information systems
hardware and software;

provice staff support and technical assistance to eil levals
of Government on geospatizl information system and
poiicies;

coordinate and provide overview of geospatial information
systerms activities throughout the State;

review and submit to the Governor for approval, ail
proposad geospatial information systems projects in the
State;

pursue funding strategies to continually develon and
maintain  up-to-date geospatial  informaticn  systems
solutions for the entire State;

provide technical support to assist other agencies of the
government or other persons who wish to incorporate
gegsnatial  information systems  canabilities in thelr
activities and systems;
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to charge such fees as are appropriate for its services;
and

undertake all other steps and initiatives as are reguired for
the proper administration of this Law throughout the
State.

CANAGEMENT AND STAFF QF THE SERVICE

The Governor shall zppoint a Director-General as the
Chief Executive and Accounting Officer of the Service,
who  shall  be responsihle for  the day-to-day
administration of the Service.

The Director-General shall hold office for a term of five (5)
vears and may bhe renewed for another term only.

The Director-General shall be a person with not less than
10 years cognate experience in geosnatial Information
systems, information technology or land administration.

The Director-General shall be paid such remuneration and
allowances as may be determined by the Governor.

Without iimits to the generality of the foregoing, the
Director-General shall nerform and exercise the powers

There shall be appointad by the Governor a
Secretary/Legal Adviser to the Board who shall be a legal
practitioner with not less than fifteen (15) years post-call
axperience,
